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Our ‘NEW’ Senior Center has a name! 

 

Based on recommendations from the NK Senior 
Association (NKSA), the NK Town Council unanimously 
approved naming the new senior center “BEECHWOOD, 
A Center for Life Enrichment”  at the August 17, 2009 
meeting.  This choice was partially based on research 
indicating most ‘seniors’ do not prefer to be called ‘seniors.’  
Avoiding the term ‘senior’ in the name creates a more 
neutral image not associated with negative aging 
stereotypes. As a vital community resource the new 
BEECHWOOD’s evening and weekend programs will be 
open to all adult residents who may be interested in the 
content of programs offered.  We plan to collaborate with 
the North Kingstown Arts Council and offer space at 
Beechwood for the popular ‘Take an Arts Break’  classes.  
 

The new senior center will expand opportunities for 
innovative intergenerational programming, life long 
learning in the evenings for adults of all ages, cooking 
classes, languages, creative arts programs, computer classes, 
health wellness, botany, an exercise room and so much 
more.  
 

Final construction of the new building will be the 
end of October. At this point in the process we are pleased 
to say the project is on budget and on time. An official 
opening will be in early December.  Once decisions are 
made by the town about the status of the current senior 
center, ‘Beechwood House’, then work can begin on the 
new band shell, the walking path around the perimeter of 
the beach campus, additional parking and other beach 
improvements. A ‘Beech Party’, the fundraiser for 
furnishings, fixtures and equipment for the new 
building is planned for Friday, October 9th, 2009.  See 
the insert in this newsletter for more information and 
sponsorship opportunities. 

 
 
 
 

 
 
  
 
 

 
Sewer Referendum 

 
 This November, the voters of North Kingstown will be 
asked to approve a bond referendum to allow the Town to borrow up 
to $10 million for the installation of sewers along a portion of Post 
Road and Camp Avenue.  The Town recently completed a sanitary 
sewer facility plan outlining the current need and future installation 
plans for sanitary sewers along Post Road, beginning in the south 
from the Rhode Island State Police Barracks to the northern end of 
Post Road at the East Greenwich Town line.  The proposed North 
Kingstown Sewer Bond will encompass the first phase of the South 
Post Road Corridor Sewer Improvements Project.  The $10 Million 
will be used to design and install the necessary infrastructure within 
Post Road and Camp Avenue, as well as providing the required 
improvements to the Quonset Development Corporations Wastewater 
Treatment Facility.  The Town of North Kingstown is in the process 
of entering into an agreement with the Quonset Development 
Corporation to provide wastewater treatment for the projected 
additional flows generated within the Town.  This bond issue is 
essential to the long term health and stability of the economic base of 
North Kingstown.  It is imperative that the following points be clearly 
understood by all voters: 

·  This bond issue WILL NOT  increase taxes.   
·  The cost of this bond issue will be paid for through 

assessments on properties that directly abut this sewer line.  
These assessments are based upon frontage for residential 
properties and a combination of frontage for developed 
commercial properties and frontage plus development 
potential for undeveloped land.  This is the standard method 
of assessing for sewer line installation. 

·  The assessments can be paid for over a (20) year period at 
the interest rate being charged to the Town. 

·  These bonds will be issued through the RI State Revolving 
Fund which lends these funds at below market interest rates 
to cities and towns.  In other words, the Town will be 
borrowing the funds and the assessments will be made at 
below market rates through this program. 

·  Sewers are planned to be installed from Oakdale to Camp 
Avenue and from Route 403 to Camp Avenue and down 
Camp Avenue to tie into the Quonset Development 
Corporations Treatment Facility. 

·  This installation allows businesses to rid themselves of 
frequent septic system pumping and will allow them to 
improve their businesses and better serve all of the residents 
of North Kingstown. 

·  Installation of these sewers will act as an incentive for land 
owners in other parts of Town to avail themselves of the 
new Post Road zoning district and the Transfer of 
Development Rights program which will direct growth to 
areas that have been targeted for development and 
redevelopment.  (Continued on page 3)

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The Phase 1 South project will consist of approximately 
6,000 linear feet of 8” gravity fed sewer line, a pump station 
and related force main.  The design and installation of 
sewers along Post Road from Route 403 to a location south 
of Dana Drive and the residential properties along Camp 
Avenue to the terminus point between ASQAH Road and 
Wickford Point Road will be the major component of this 
project. 
 

The Phase 1 project area will encompass approximately 
205 commercial acres along Post Road and 30 residential 
properties along Camp Avenue.  Ultimately, the 
infrastructure will incorporate Phase 2 of the Post Road 
Corridor South to include the balance of all the residential 
and commercial properties which abut Post Road up to and 
including the State Police Headquarters. 
 

The future of our tax base and economic health are 
contingent upon this project receiving approval by the 
voters.  Many people going to the polls will never have the 
need for or see the installation of sewers in their 
neighborhoods.  Post Road is the area targeted for 
development and installing sewers will serve as a catalyst to 
make this happen in the near future.
