Once completed, Wickford Junction will 
provide commuter rail service via the MBTA to the 
Warwick Intermodal Station at T.F. Green Airport, 
Providence and Boston. 
 “This approval will enable us to complete the 
master plan initially developed in the 1980’s with the 
Town of North Kingstown and amended recently to be 
a 450,000 Square Foot Mixed use Transit Oriented 
Development”, said John Cioe, General Partner. 
 Wickford Junction will be built in phases over 
the next few years and will include additional retail 
and executive office space.

For most patients this works out just fine, but for some 
patients such as seniors, mobility and traveling to and from a 
multitude of appointments can be challenging.  Insurances 
such as Medicare Part B will pay for outpatient therapy in 
the home environment without the patient being considered 
“homebound.” The important point to remember is that the 
patient can not be receiving other skilled services such as 
nursing or any other therapy from a Home Health Agency. 
That benefit is not considered outpatient and is covered 
under Medicare Part A. Also, a physician’s prescription with 
a diagnosis and the indication of the medical necessity for 
Physical and or Occupational Therapy is required.    

A major advantage to this service is that home- 
based therapy enables the therapist to address the actual 
environment (kitchen, bathroom, bedroom, etc) where 
patients perform their daily activities making the therapy 
provided more personalized and functional. Following and 
evaluation and establishment of a treatment program, health 
conditions that benefit from Physical and/or Occupational 
Therapy are: limitations due to a neurologic event such as a 
stroke, sensory or motor changes related to a medical 
problem, arthritis, multiple sclerosis, orthopedic injuries 
such as fractures, reduced vision or cognitive/memory 
problems, decreased independence with activities of daily 
living and fear of falling or a history of falls.  
        Physical Therapy can address various injuries or 
deficits that are caused by many different problems such as 
pain, balance problems, difficulty with walking, low 
endurance and poor muscle strength. Occupational 
Therapy, which many people may not be aware of, does not 
just focus on getting people jobs or back to work as the 
name may indicate. Occupational Therapy focuses on 
assisting people in developing or maintaining their “skills 
for the job of living” . It focuses on helping individuals 
achieve independence in all facets of their life.  

Additionally our Occupational Therapist can 
perform a comprehensive and standardized Home 
Assessment for seniors. One main area addressed is fall 
prevention. Once completed, the assessment is scored and 
deficit areas are identified. Recommendations for such 
interventions as treatment and/or adaptive equipment can be 
made. After time has passed, a re-assessment can be 
performed to ensure that a good outcome is achieved. All of 
this is to assist the person with staying safe in their home.    

This comprehensive home assessment service can 
be offered to area employers as an employee assistance 
service or wellness benefit for those employees’s who are 
categorized as being part of the “Sandwich Generation”.

The morning of the event 
each judge is trained using a rubric to evaluate about 
six students on their ten minute presentations.  This is 
a wonderful culmination of the students’ learning at 
North Kingstown High School and a great way for 
community members to be involved in the teaching and 
learning taking place at our schools.
